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ducted.  I extend my apologies at the failure of the IT that 
meant the full effect of the staff presentations could not be 
enjoyed by parents.  Individual appointments with a coun-
sellor have been/will be made and parents can discuss their 
child’s program.  Again, I would urge parents to consider 
carefully the recommendations of staff.  If a course that is to 
difficult is chosen, doors close and options post-school are 
limited. There is more flexibility in programs than in the past 
and Certificate courses are valued highly.  These can articulate 
to university if desired in later years.  It is accepted that most 
families will be looking to a university or ATAR pathway – and 
many students will successfully achieve a good ATAR and a 
tertiary place.  However, an ATAR lower that 55 does not lead 
to a place and poor Stage 3 grades do not guarantee a train-
ing place.  All Year 10 parents are asked to ensure doors open 
in 2016 and do not close.  Mr Ian Johnston is also able to assist 
parents in this vital decision.

Next week the Year 10 leadership camp will be conducted 
and many students will benefit through the activities.  A fur-
ther highlight will be the induction of new students into the 
school’s Aboriginal Excellence Program.

The last Update noted that Year 10 student, Sam, has been 
selected in the State Schoolboys football team.  Parent and 
official of his junior football club the Mount Hawthorn Car-
dinals, Ms Karen De Lore, is leading Sam’s fundraising efforts 
to ensure he can take his place.

The Survey is lead by the 
Australian Research Centre for Population Oral Health at the University of Adelaide, and they are seeking you and 
your child’s help. Some children will be selected, through a process of random selection, to be part of the survey. If 
your child is selected, you will receive an information pack about the survey and what you can do if you want to 
help by participating in the survey. This is only the second time in 25 years that a national survey of children’s dental 

health is being done in Australia and your help

LEARNIING SKILLS
The University of 
Notre Dame Aus-
tralia will be offer-
ing a July school 
holiday program 
for current Year 
12 students.  The 
course, Learning 
Skills will be of-
fered in the week 
of July 8, with 
daily classes from 
8.30am – 12.30pm.  

The target group for this course is students who are likely to enter univer-
sity through an alternative entry pathway, such as Notre Dame’s bridging 
courses – the Tertiary Enabling Program (TEP) or Foundation Year (FY).   We 
envisage that the course will be of particular interest to students complet-
ing Stage 1 courses.

The course will focus on skills of benefit to all students, including:
•	 Effective study techniques
•	 Organisational skills
•	 Use of study groups
•	 Reading and writing skills for university work.

The week would simulate the life of a university student, and the adult 
learning approach taken at university.  Classes will be presented by experi-
enced university staff, who teach first-year university students in a range of 
courses. Participants would pay $175 for the course, which is well below the 
cost of similar courses offered elsewhere.  
This is a Curriculum Council endorsed WACE course, with the program code 
CNDLS.
Students who successfully complete the course and maintain full attend-
ance, achieving a final mark of at least 65% will be able to use this course 
to achieve ‘advanced standing’ (credit) at this University for EP001 Learn-
ing Skills.  This is a required course in both the Tertiary Enabling Program 
(TEP) and Foundation Year (FY).  There are significant personal, financial and 
course benefits to receiving advanced standing for a unit of study.  Further, 
those students who complete this course, and meet the academic require-
ments will receive special consideration if applying to enter either TEP or FY.
Students can choose to complete the course without undertaking the as-
sessments, although this would preclude them from both using this as a 
WACE course, and would also preclude having the unit as potential ‘ad-
vanced standing’.

2014 WA Science and Engi-
neering Summer School 
(WASESS). WASESS will be 
hosted at Murdoch Univer-
sity from Sunday, 12 January to 

Friday, 17 January 2013.  This is a 6-day residential science experience for 
students who will be in Year 11 or Year 12 in 2014 (i.e. students who are 
currently in Year 10 or Year 11). The deadline for applications is Friday, 30 
August 2013.
